Eligibility Requirements: 

 Be a current, graduating senior of Ravenna High School or a student with the Ravenna 
School District who has successfully completed home study at the level to enter college or 
who has received with the current calendar year, a GED (Graduate Equivalent Degree) and be 
at an age of 17, 18, or 19.  

 Must be enrolled part or full-time (6 hours or more) in an accredited, tax-exempt school or 
institution of higher learning 

 Must have maintained a grade point average of 2.0 or greater during the first year of higher 
education 

Selection Criteria: 

 Non-academic activities involvement  
 The receipt of three “Statements of Character”, two may be completed by a member of the 

applicant’s school administration (Principal, Counselor or Superintendent); one must be 
completed by someone outside of the school system. 

 The demonstration of financial need, by a method acceptable to the selection committee and 
KACF. 

 Submission of the applicant’s class (grade) transcript, for the purpose of reviewing the 
curriculum completed and as such, grades shall not be requested to be part of the transcript. 

 Submission of the application by the deadline date. 
 

Scholarship Award: 

 This $1,450 scholarship is awarded at the beginning of the first semester of the second year of 
higher education
